The National Health Service

                The National Health Service (NHS) in Wales is provided through the National Assembly, which has responsibility for policy issues and for general strategic planning, and by five health authorities. These are responsible for securing hospital and community health services and for arranging the provision of primary health services by doctors, dentists, pharmacists and opticians.

                  The services are designed to maintain and improve people’s health through the prevention, diagnosis and management of illness. Increasing emphasis is being given to the promotion of good health and the extension of preventive measures, for example, to combat problems such as coronary heart disease, cancer, AIDS and the misuse of drugs and alcohol. As elsewhere, health provision is being reformed through such measures as trust status for hospitals and fund-holding for family doctors. The Patient’s Charter in Wales is designed to help raise standards of service by setting out a series of standards and guarantees.
                   Spending on the NHS in Wales has grown considerably in 2000-1. A specific provision has been made to help reduce hospital waiting time and allow the recruitment of more doctors, dentists and nurses. Recent capital expenditure has included £ 199 million in developing and improving NHS buildings.

                 About 53,100 staff are employed in the NHS. There are about 1,720 general medical practitioners. An increasing proportion of family doctors work in modern, well equipped health centres, where they form part of a medical and nursing team. More than half of GP practices have become fundholders (with responsibility for their own budgets) covering more than half of the patients registered with GPs.

            Latest NHS targets for Wales include reductions in deaths from lung cancer for men and women under 75 years of age, by 54 and 21 per cent, respectively by 2010, reductions in deaths from breast cancer for women aged 50-74, by 30 per cent by 2002, a 50 per cent reduction in deaths  from coronary heart disease for people under 65 by 2002 ( 25 per cent for people aged 65-74) and a reduction of  20 per cent by 2002 in deaths from strokes for people aged under 65 (25 per cent for those aged 65-74).

	Global Warming

(11).They accept there are uncertainties but say human activities are having a clear effect on natural climate change, and that the Earth could warm dangerously.                One rapidly changing phenomenon is the atmospheric concentration of carbon dioxide (CO2), the main greenhouse gas given off by human activities. Analysis of an ice core drilled from the Atlantic shows the level fluctuated over the last 500,000 years between about 2000 parts per million (ppm) during ice ages to more like 270 ppm in warmer interglacial periods.  (14) It reached 360 ppm in the 1990s and recently climbed to a hight of 379 ppm. The year -on-year average rise is currently 2 ppm
              (15)   Studies forecast an 8C  increase in Greenland’s temperature by 2350, and researchers believe that if the ice cap melts, global average sea level will rise by about 7m (23 ft) (16).

	        Another worry is whether peatlands could release vast amounts of CO2 into the atmosphere. The release, triggered by the higher atmospheric carbon levels, would be an example of what is called “positive feedback”, when warming itself causes a further temperature rise.  (17). It means that by 2060 the peat could account for greater carbon emission than the burning of fossil fuels.
     The permafrost of northern Europe and North America is known to contain large quantities of methane, (18), which could also be released as global warming thaws the tundra. The evidence that feedbacks are occuring is one of the most striking recent findings. (19)  and  the suggestion that climate change could mean  (20)  .
